
Greg has spent nearly three decades equipping disciples, leaders, and churches for 
mission across South Africa and England, and now serves as Mission Strategist at 
Bethany Lutheran Church in Austin. His passion is to see everyday believers released 
into confident evangelism that multiplies disciples and strengthens the local church. 
Greg began his ministry with the Salvation Army, where he established and led the 
SOS Mission Team — a one-year, full-time evangelism and ministry training program 
that became a recognized pathway for developing leaders. His calling to disciple and 
equip others continued through his work with the South African Theological Seminary 
(SATS), where he served in theological training and helped develop the Crossroads 
Discipleship and Leadership Programme, which equipped thousands of believers across 
hundreds of churches. 
 
Ordained in South Africa, Greg also served at Community Ministries, where he was 
involved in pastoral leadership, church planting initiatives, and leadership 
development. His heart has consistently been to build strong, missional communities 
rooted in the Gospel. 
 
He later served as Group CEO of the Siyakholwa Group of charities, leading significant 
growth in community development, training, and social impact initiatives across 
multiple regions. 
 
In England, Greg served as Director of Mission Development at St Swithun’s Church, 
where he led strategic community mission initiatives including Love Your Neighbor 
and the Spear Youth Unemployment Programme, mobilizing volunteers and building 
partnerships to expand the church’s practical and relational outreach during the Covid 
crisis. 
He also served as Senior Mission and Ministry Trainer in the Diocese of Winchester, 
empowering and authorizing lay leaders to serve confidently in mission within an 
increasingly secular culture. 
 
Licensed as a lay worker in the Church of England and holding a Master’s degree in 
Organizational Leadership along with degrees in Theology, Greg brings a unique blend 
of theological depth, leadership strategy, and frontline evangelism experience. 
Greg believes evangelism is not a program but a lifestyle — disciples making disciples 
and churches living on mission wherever God has placed them.
